We were so proud of him as he spoke up and 
contributed.  He only joined us in April. What an achievement! This 
exemplifies the confidence our pupils gain as they join in, participate and 
start to gain resilience so quickly.

Recently, one class attended a World of Work event lead by the Multi 
Schools Council.
